The pastor was overseeing
this project, but in May he was called to be director of the seminary.
The church and seminary were keeping him to busy to have time for the
building project. We didn't want to see it stopped so asked the Lord
t0 show us what to do. I had noticed one of the men, who lives near
the congregation and works nights, was often at the site looking
around. I discovered he knows a lot about construction. So he is over-
seeing the workers and telling me when they need materials. He loves
cheeking in the stores for the best prices and has helped with some of
the buying. Others from the church have volunteered to help haul the
materials. Many of you are also helping with your generous gifts and
prayers so this project can be completed. The Lord is blessing.

The court, patio, and bathrooms are finished. The children are very
thankful for the new court. Bvery Saturday afternoon about 30 come for
Children's Bible Club. Last week we had 45 there for VBS. A few weeks
ago many parents came for family night. Games were played on the court
and everyone enjoyed the devotion2l time and refreshments. By the time
you receive this letter the new classrooms should be finished. Now the
children have Sunday School on the patio under the Mango tree. The
adults and youth use the auditorium. We are making a small kitchen for
social events. All the walls still need to be plastered and we need a
sidewalk laid along the street.

In the midst of construction we see the Lord blessing. Souls are
being saved and several have rededicated their lives to the Lord. Pray’
that we can continue to bring light to those in darkness.

Thank you for your encouraging letters and for your gifts and your
prayers for the work here.
