Yet they obeyed not, nor
inclined their ear, but walked every one in the imagination of their evil heart:
therefore | will bring upon them all the words of this covenant, which |
commanded them to do; but they did them not.

Hebrews 8:6-12  But now hath he obtained a more excellent ministry, by
how much also he is the mediator of a better covenant, which was
established upon better promises.
